Greetings, my name is Jay Cheng and I am an
international student from Taiwan. Eight
months ago, my great aunt from New York City
called into my dad’'s phone and asked the
possibilities of me studying in the United
States. After a series of operation, I ended up
going to a city in Pennsylvania - Erie.

I am going to share my experiences and my
feelings about the experiences I had so far. I
will separate it into three major categories -
dorm, school, and location. Without further ado,
let's begin!

DORM

The official name of the dorm is called Christian
Boarding. It's about a 20-minute drive to the school,
but due to the school bus had to pick up other
students, we had to wake up before 6:40 for the
school bus, which I am not a fan of.

I live with a roommate, his name is Albus Fang, he is
from Zhejiang, China. He is a gamer, so he gives me
my own space, which I am thankful for. Having a
roommate is always nice, and I enjoy being with him.

Next, the food in the dorm. I got to admit, it's not my
favorite part in the dorm. They had various choices
when I first arrived, but it just becomes less and less.
They sometimes give you leftovers from probably
yesterday, or even the day before yesterday, I'm not
saying it's bad, but this just doesn't feel right, I
barely have leftover back in Taiwan, so probably I'm
just not used to it.
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On Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays, the
dorm takes us out for store runs, we usually
go to Walmart, sometimes to Wegmans. I
sometimes sign up for these events and get
sometimes food, sometimes supplies. On
Saturdays, we go out for “outdoor activities”,
90% of the times we go to Millcreek Mall,
which I think, is the only “interesting” place
in Erie. They took us to the beach, Niagara
Falls, and a huge Asian market in Buffalo. In
March, they took us to watch an NBA game as
well.

Overall, I think the dorm is okay, but there is
a good amount of places that can be better.

SCHOOL

The school I attended is Mercyhurst
Preparatory School. It is a school with about
500 students. The schedule format is
separated to A days and B days, both days
have four periods of class, each period is 90
minutes long.

LOCATION

Erie is the fifth largest city in Pennsylvania.
But considering it as a “city”, it is like in the
“wild” compared to Taipei City. For example,
the dorm is located in the middle of
absolutely nowhere. For me, a city person, it's
a completely new experience to live in this
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kind of place. For me, the part that I'm most
disappointed is the transportation. The dorm
managers only take us out at a specific time, and
we can't walk because there is absolutely nothing
in a radius of 10 kilometers. The only airport can’t
take me straight to New York City, where my dad
lives, I wonder why it's an ‘international” airport
when it can’'t take me to place in their own
country!

In my previous school, I was usually the type to
